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Have you ever wondered how weeds grow so well? Well you’re in luck! You can learn how weeds grow so well!

The first thing that makes weeds grow lots is by disturbing the soil. If you disturb the soil too much weed seeds in the soil will ‘wake up’ and start to grow.

The sun also helps weeds grow. If it is a nice sunny day and you’re tilling/working the soil in around a day you will start to see weeds growing where you tilled.

In conclusion weeds grow best from tilling the ground and sunlight, and you get different weeds from different soils/nutrients. And the fact that they actually help plants grow in harsh environments. So really weeds are not as bad as we thought even though they are still annoying and sometimes ruin gardens. 
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
